Greetings Sorors,

Our Founders tharled a course for Alpha Kappe Alpha Sorority, Thay inspired us ta rarry on a proud
legacy of sisterhood and service. The challenges for this administration have been great; however, the
resolve to move this Sorority forward Is greater.

We had the privilege of attending the historic unvelling and dedication of the North Carolina Highway
Marker in honor of Soror Anna Easter Brown, one of Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority’s Founders. The city of
Rocky Mount, North Carolina also unveiled a marker to recognize the contributions of this outstanding
teacher, activist, historian and community servant. Six of Soror Brown's former students attended the
dedication. Three of the former students are active members of Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, Inc.
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The ten 2011 Reglonal Conferences recorded 16,761 sorors in attendance. The 2011 Leadership Seminar
in Atlanta, Georgla offered the 3,774 attendees (3,914 registrants) engaging forums, exciting workshops
and impactful service projects. Sorors donated and sorted 266,089 school supplies and hosted a youth
summit for 600 students. The Leadership Seminar will be featured in the next edition of the /VY LEAF®,

We ask your continued support of the United Negro College Fund’s (UNCF) Emergency Student Aid
Campaign, which encourages individuals to text donations of 510 and chapters to forward donations to
the Corporate Office through December 31, 2011. A Memorandum of Understanding was signed
between UNCF and the Divine Nine Organizations for the Divine Nine Scholarships to be awarded to
undergraduate members of the respective organizations.

Our International Technology Committee, the Regional Directors and the regional technology teams
facilitated the appearance of the Supreme Basileus before 3,708 sorors at nine Undergraduate Round-

Ups through SKYPE™.

One of our policies is to have an end-of-term audit for the end of one administration and at the
beginning of the next administration. Procedures were in place in to accomplish this; unfortunately, the
independent auditor selected to perform the end-of-term audit for the seven months ending July 31,
2010 has expired. He did not leave supporting documents for his Draft Audit. Accordingly, 3 new
accounting firm was retained by this administration to perform an audit for the entire year of 2010. The
2010 Audit will be sent to all chapters in a separate mailing by the Supreme Tamiouchos. The Basileus
is asked to share the 2010 Audit when it is received with all chapter members,

The new Human Resources Handbook, Policies and Procedures Manual and staff training have been
complcted. Improvements to the Corporatae Office physical plant have heen completed and technoloay
upgrades are in progress. Appropriate changes have been made to our Internal financial controls and
will continue to be made.

Last year, Alpha Kappa Alpha Kappa ended all litigation Initiated on its behalf. The Redden v. Alpha
Kappa Alpha lawsuit has been resolved. A decision was rendered by the Appellate Court in the case
pending in the District of Columbia, which upheld the dismissal of the Alpha Kappa Alpha Educational
Advancement Foundation (AKA-EAF) and the allegations related to corporate waste, The remaining
allegations were sent back to the lower court for further proceedings. We cannot comment on the
specific detalls or strategies related to what remains in the lawsuit.

What Is the MLK Day of Service?
After a long struggle, legislation was signed in 1983
crearing a federal holiday marking the birthday of
Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. The federal holiday
was first observed in 1986. In1994, Congress
designared the holiday as a national day of service and
charged the Corporation for National and
Community Service(CNCS) with leading chis effort.
Taking place each third Monday in January, the MLK
Day of Service is the only federal holiday observed as
a national day of service — & “day on, not 2 day off.”
The MLK Day of Service empowers individuals,
strengthens communities, bridges barriers, addresses
social problems, and moves us closer to Dr. King's
vision of a “Beloved Community.”
